With CHCC's leadership role in coordinating the coalition’s health care preparedness and
response planning efforts, the HPP Program Manager was tapped to lead the Governor's of emergency
COVID-19 Task Force, establishing and implementing the commonwealth’s COVID-19 medical services
response strategy. In collaboration with the CNMI Governor's COVID-19 Task Force and
other federal, state, and local organizations and stakeholders, the CNMI CHCC members
have developed and approved the CNMI's COVID-19 Vaccination Playbook.

COVID-19 RESPONSE

+ By utilizing community engagement and
information-sharing systems, CNMI deployed
mitigation and prevention measures that
strengthened the islands' resiliency and
facilitated flattening the curve of COVID-19
infections. CNMI implemented a strict travel
screening that includes mandatory quarantine
and testing and contact tracing.

» Through its daily emergency operations, CNMI
continues to coordinate and communicate with Health Care
coalition members on ongoing vaccination and 1
